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The Buddhists celebrate the Ullambana festival in the 7th lunar month, a month of joy. The
festival also reinforces the concept of “filial piety’, largely based on the “The Original Vows of
Ksitigarbha Bodhisattva” Sutra. The sutra was spoken by the Buddha to beings of
Trayastrimsa Heaven as a mark of gratitude and remembrance for his beloved mother.

In addition, we will have Emperor Liang Repentance Service. In Buddhism, repentance is one
of the most important daily practices because we often create evil thoughts, speech and deed
and the only way to eradicate these is by practicing ‘repentance’, encourage the practice of
compassion, avoid harmful actions, and make offerings, while also acknowledging their
wrongdoings.
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
